Jo Barraket joined the Department in January, after
making the big move from Sydney to Melbourne. Jo
has a PhD from the University of New South Wales,
and has been teaching at the University of

Technology Sydney for the past two years. She is a
sociologist by training, and has worked on a number

of commissioned research projects in the areas of
social policy development and community capacity
building. Her research interests include: inter-
organisational network structures and local
governance; the effects of online technologies on
civic engagement and social movements; and the
Australian third sector. Jo is teaching primarily in the
Department's Public Policy and Management
programmes.

Millsom Henry-Waring joined the Department in
February 2003 from Monash and La Trobe
Universities in Melbourne. Millsom completed her
PhD —Moving Beyond Otherness: (Re)vealing,
(Re)inscribing and (Re)centring the Polyvocal
Subijectivities of Black British Women across the UK
at Monash University in 2002. It explores in the
context of a critical and distinctive Black feminist
anti-colonial framework how African Caribbean
women individually and collectively internalise, but
also resist constructions and representations of
ourselves as Other. Prior to moving to Australia,
Millsom was based in the UK and graduated from
Durham and Stirling Universities. Millsom also co-
directed a government funded national centre based
at the University of Stirling, which explored the
development and implications of technology for
teaching and learning.

Millsom’s current research and teaching interests
include the following:

Critical Black Studies, Black British and other
Feminisms, Whiteness, Mixed and Multiple
Identities, Notions of Otherness and intimacy

In addition, Millsom has provided consultancy in the
areas of quantitative and qualitative analysis; equal
opportunities and use of the new technologies and
has been a regular contributor to media organisations,
specifically BBC radio.
