One of his
most useful afternoons was spent with Marcin
Walecki, widely regarded as Poland’s leading expert
on party financing issues.

From Poland, Leslie went to France for ten days,
where he had meetings with representatives of French
survey organisations and a number of relevant
specialists at ‘Sciences Po’ (University of Paris).
From Paris, he travelled to Grenoble, where he was
based for almost a week as an official visitor of
CIDSP (the Centre for Computerisation of Socio-
Political Data) at the University of Grenoble. He
collaborated there with Dr. Véronique Pujas, who is
widely seen as France’s leading expert on party
financing scandals not only in France, but also in
Italy and Spain. To coincide with Leslie’s visit, Dr.
Pujas organised a one-day colloquium (workshop) on
corruption in Central and Eastern Europe, at which
Leslie presented a paper in ‘Franglais’ (a mixture of
English and French, as requested by his Grenoble
hosts).

New Social Settlement Project

The New Social Settlement projattheCentre for
Public Policy has been awarded a grant of $24,258
by the R.E. Ross Trust to undertake national
consultations.

Over the last two years, the project has aimed to
critically analyse shifts in working life and household
relations and to tease out the implications of such
shifts for social policy. The impetus behind such an
approach is the sense that the postwar social
settlement, based around standard employment
relationships, the male breadwinner household and a
residual welfare state, is breaking down. Rather, the
lifetime experience of that cohort of Australians who
entered the labour market or formed families after the
mid-1970s will vary greatly from that of the

immediate postwar generations. The program aims to
arrive at a new ensemble of policies around income
security, caring and family, housing, education and
training, workplace relations and transitions into and
out of the workforce that is responsive to this
changed life course.

On the basis of the funding already received from the
Myer Foundation, the ARC and industry partners the
Brotherhood of St Lawrence and the Committee for
Economic Development of Australia, the project has
generated substantial outcomes. Across 2000-2002, a
series of seminars and roundtables were convened
bringing together a wide range of academics and
social researchers. The program has resulted in a
series of publications analysing the contours of
change and pointing toward new policy directions.
These have included two reports published by CEDA
which have made a major contribution to public
debate by attracting widespread media attention. It
has generated cross-disciplinary research that has
identified issues facing people undertaking key life
course transitions.

The next phase of thidew Social Settlement project
(to commence in September) offers the opportunity to
generate input to specific policy proposals from a
broad-based range of interests. This input will be
centred on a number of consultations to be held
across the country in capital cities and regional
centres in Victoria, New South Wales, Queensland,
South Australia and Western Australia. These
consultations are being organised in collaboration
with local research and policy agencies who already
have a well-regarded and innovative approach to
policy analysis and development and who have the
capacity to draw in key local actors. They will

include participants from business, community,
labour and academic sectors. These consultations will
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provide an invaluable opportunity to strengthen our
capacity to contribute to public debate on a wide
range of social policy issues. The outcomes, which
are to be drawn together into a report by the Centre
for Public Policy, will be available in early 2003.
