2001 Election Symposium

“Sound Bites or Sound Policy?” was the question
asked at a symposium of the same name held in
October. Organised by Politics postgrad students to
coincide with the Australian federal election, the
symposium’s theme was The Role of Public Policy —
Formation, Presentation And Discussion —in a
Federal Election Campaign.

Approximately sixty people, primarily postgraduate
students, attended the symposium at the Centre for
Public Policy on Tuesday 9th October 6pm.

Professor Stuart Macintyre, Dean of the Faculty of
Arts, ably moderated the evening’s panel of speakers,
which included several prominent federal politicians.

Dr Dennis Woodward, Senior Lecturer in the
Department of Politics at Monash University, opened
the symposium by critiquing the way in which
politicians have become media-driven at the expense
of policy. Senator John Tierney a Liberal Party
Senator from New South Wales and higher education
spokesman in the Senate, initiated the defehdim
Gillard MP , ALP member for the seat of Lalor,
Victoria, andSenator Lyn Allison, member of the
Senate for the Democrats from Victoria, completed
the symposium panel.

Feedback from members of audience indicated that
the event was well received. One typical comment
was that the symposium was "fascinating, and
illuminating on significant issues all to often
overlooked in a federal election". Wine and cheese
was served both prior and subsequent to the formal
program. One outcome commented on favourably
was that the guest speakers remained behind after the
event, and held discussions with members of the
audience for more than an hour.

Ms Gillard and Senator Allison are both graduates of
the University of Melbourne, but their political fates
have diverged since the election. Senator Allison may
lose her Senate seat to the Greens. However, Julia
Gillard has been promoted to the new Shadow
Cabinet, in the key role opposite Federal Minister for
Immigration, Philip Ruddock.

Obituary

Herbert Feith (1930-2001).

Dr Herbert Feith, one of the most notable graduates
of the Department of Political Science (B.A.

Honours, 1949; M.A., 1954), was tragically Killed in

a level crossing accident at Glen Iris on 15 November
2001. Herb Feith was among the scholars who placed
Australia at the forefront of Indonesian studies over
the last fifty years. Professor W. Macmahon ('Mac')
Ball was an important early influence. Herb was a
founder of the Volunteer Graduate Scheme in
Indonesia in the early 1950s; this scheme
subsequently became Australian Volunteers Abroad
and is today Australian Volunteers International.
Later in the 1950s he undertook his Ph.D. in the
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Southeast Asia Program at Cornell University with
Professor George McT. Kahin. Herb Feith's book,
The Decline of Constitutional Democracy in
Indonesia(Cornell University, 1962) is widely
regarded as the definitive work on Indonesian politics
in the 1950s; it has a renewed relevance in the
context of Indonesia's recent process of
democratization. Herb Feith was appointed a
Professor of Politics at Monash University in the
1960s but subsequently stepped down to a
Readership to concentrate on his research and
teaching. He was strongly committed to humanitarian
and peace work and was involved in the Student
Christian Movement over many years. His political
views made him persona non grata with the Suharto
regime for a considerable period. Following
retirement, Herb spent time during the 1990s as a
volunteer at Gadja Mada University, Yogyakarta. He
continued his research in the Centre for Southeast
Asian Studies at Monash University. The political
science and Indonesian studies communities have lost
one of their great scholars. His friendship,
scholarship and commitment to humane values will
continue to inspire. The Department extends its
condolences to Betty Feith and other members of
Herb Feith's family.

A New Social Settlement - Roundtable Discussion

The New Social Settlement project is a collaboration
between the Centre for Public Policy, Deakin
University, Monash University, the Committee for
Economic Development of Australia (CEDA) and the
Brotherhood of St Laurence. It aims to develop a
framework for rethinking the future of social policy

in Australia, with an emphasis on labour market and
household change. In 2000, a series of seminars, a
publication and a first Roundtable discussion
explored aspects of household, labour market and
social policy change and aimed to develop a
framework for a New Social Settlement.

In September 2001, a second Roundtable was held.
Facilitated by Julian Disney, the theme of this second
Roundtable was 'New Directions in Policy'.
Approximately 15 key experts in various aspects of
social policy from around the country came together
to develop a forward agenda for an integrated
approach to Australian social policy. Discussion

centred on a series of brief presentations by
researchers involved in the project, covering key
policy areas such as family policy, income support,
labour market regulation, education and training,
youth policy and retirement policy. The aim of the
discussion at the Roundtable was be to bring together
common themes and complementary approaches
from across these policy areas which could underpin
a new social settlement.

The
second half of 2001 has been, if anything, even more
active than usuaDr Philomena Murray, who was
earlier this year appointed Australia's only Jean
Monnet Chair of European Studies, was on study
leave for the second semester so that CERC was
being run by its Acting Director Leslie Holmes. One
of the highlights of the semester was a visit and
lecture by the Croatian Foreign Minister, the HE Mr
Tonino Picula in early September.

This was given by the
eminent political scientist Professor Philippe
Schmitter. Professor Schmitter is currently based at
the European University Instute in Florence, but was
for many years professor at Stanford University. The
other major event this semester was a two day
conference in November on "Extremism and
Exclusion: European Experiences and Australian
Resonances"; this was co-organised with CESAA,
and sponsored by the Goethe Institute, the Institute of
Polish Affairs and the ANU's National Europe

Centre. This conference considered many issues,
including how countries can move forward by

dealing openly with the less savoury aspects of their
past, and the broader implications of the Milosevic
trial in The Hague. The conference attracted some 80
participants, and was generally considered a success.
